REGULAR MONTHLY MEETING

March 08, 2012

The Regular Monthly Meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Claverack, Columbia County, New York,
was held at the Town Hall, #836 Rte. #217, Mellenville, New York. Meeting called to order at 7:00 p.m.
by Supervisor Robin Andrews, who led in a moment of silence followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to
the Flag.

Motion by Councilman Weigelt, seconded by Councilwoman Cashen to accept minutes of Organizational
Meeting with attachments and Regular Monthly Meeting, both held on January 05, 2012. Carried.

Report of Highway Superintendent — Louis LaMont — Worked two snow and sleet storms with men
doing a good job due to soft conditions of roads.

Completed water line replacement on Stone Mill Road. All hookups have been completed and in use.
Have been working with the Village of Philmont to bring the new garage site up to grade.

Replacing and installing new road signs in all zones.

Have been removing dead trees that hang over roadways.

Columbia County has put up 45 mph signs on County Rte. #11 (Martindale Road).

Dog Control Officer’s report for February received and on file in Town Office for review.

Building Inspector report for February received and on file in Town Office for review.

Committee Reports

Zoning Revision Committee — Chris Post — Presented revised Zoning Law to Board for review.

Economic Development — John Lee — Committee has been meeting for several months and talked
through many ideas and concerns. They requested the following:



1, The ability to correspond directly with NYS Department of Transportation without
approval from the Board. Felt that waiting for Board approval would take too long. They would report
all correspondence to the Board and Highway Department.

2. The ability to have a letterhead for the Committee. Felt having the letterhead would
add credibility to their correspondence with perspective businesses looking to move into Town or
government agencies. It would show a commitment to everyone that the Town Board is really
interested in and committed to economic development.

Consensus of the Board was to get advice from Attorney Fitzsimmons before making any decision.

Committee attended meeting of Zoning Review Committee to alert them that they had concerns with
the proposed changes to the wellhead protection area near the intersection of Rtes. 9-H and #66. Need
a determination on that and the multi-use status for vacant site at Rte. #23B and Rte. 9-H.

Also moving forward on destination signage for the Taconic State Parkway. Signs would be placed at the
Rte. #23 and Rte. #217 interchanges showing directions to food, fuel and possibly lodging. Pursuing
historical signage indicating directions to historical sites. With the amount to graphic designers in our
Town, would like to have a design competition for “Welcome to the Town of Claverack” signage to be
used at selected locations.

Would like to go out for grants, but must have a plan in place before applying.
Next meeting scheduled for Wednesday, March 21, 2012 at 6:30 p.m.

Historic Advisory Committee — Read by Supervisor. Met on March 02, 20°12 at new A.B. Shaw
firehouse. Focus of meeting was grant application to Preserve New York for preservation and restoring
of Shaw Bridge. Due to be submitted in early to mid-May. Proposal will draw on expertise of engineers
and historians — report will also chronicle efforts to remove vegetation from bridge and environs.

A resolution for submission will be presented to Town Board at April meeting. Committee is optimistic
about success of proposal.

Agricultural Committee — Peter Reiss — Report given by Councilwoman Cashen — Three members of the
Committee, Peter Reiss, Jim Nielsen and Katy Cashen, attended a briefing on the Columbia County
Agricultural & Farmland Protection Draft Plan, along with members of An cram’s Agricultural Advisory
Council, Ancram Supervisor Art Bassin, Gallatin Supervisor Tom Garrick and other interested parties.
Purpose of the briefing was to review and provide feedback on the draft plan’s vision statement, goals
and additional material.

TOWN BOARD MEMBER REPORTS

Councilwoman Cashen — Attended Zoning Review Committee meeting last evening. Have begun to
review new zoning law.

In process of drafting memo from Town Board to Planning and Zoning Boards and Building Inspectors’
Department to ask for assistance in updating or developing materials to help applicants through process.

Communications Committee met and is proposing two recommendations for website — 1. New page for
laws recently enacted and 2. Establishment of a process to remove dated items. Would like Town

Board approval to implement these. Motion by Councilwoman Cashen, seconded by Councilman
Preusser for approval of this. Carried.

Hudson River Greenway Conservancy has approved grant to Columbia County to provide entry-level
training for Town volunteers in using Geographic Information Systems (GIS) mapping. Two from each
Town in County can go to sessions for training. Will be looking for individuals interested in these
sessions, which will be in April at Cornell Cooperative Extension. Motion by Councilwoman Cashen,
seconded by Councilman Preusser to approve same. Carried.

Councilman Weigelt — Highway Department is doing some blacktopping as weather has been permitting
this.

Councilman Preusser — Will be meeting with Park Director, Brett Holmes, this next week to work on
a flyer for Summer Youth Program. Working with Park Superintendent, Louis LaMont, on a youth
building. Last year a trailer was donated and used. It allowed an office and the Park Director to be
on-sight during

during hours of program operation.

Reported there will be the Annual Easter Egg Hunt at the Park on Saturday, April 07, 2012,
sponsored by Claverack Republican Club. Grounds will open at 10:00 a.m. with hunt beginning at
11:00 a.m. for three age groups.

Also, Churchtown Fire Company will be holding Rock-N-Roll Cosmic Bowling Saturday March 10" at
Catskill Hoe Bowl from 6:00 p.m. —9:00 p.m. This will benefit their scholarship fund.

Credit to Amara Steenburn, 15, a sophomore at Alban y Academy for Girls, who recently won a god
medal in 400 meter and Bronze in 800 meter for snowshoeing at Empire State Winter Games in Lake
Placid.



Credit also to Taconic Hills Varsity Basketball team, co-winners of Patroon Conference Title, something
that last happened 40 years ago.

Motion by Councilman Weigelt, seconded by Councilman Preusser to accept draft January through
February 2012 Financial Reports, draft February Financial Reports and draft January through December
2011 Financial Reports. Carried

Consensus of Town Board to use Columbia County Board of Ethics for the purpose of rendering advisory
opinions to then officers and employees of the Town with respect to Article 18 of the General Municipal
law. Motion by Councilman Weigelt, seconded by Councilman Johnston go set up Public Hearing prior
to the April 12" Regular Monthly meeting. Carried.

The 284 Agreement was explained by Superintendent of Highways LaMont. Motion by Councilman
Preusser, seconded by Councilman Johnston to accept Agreement. Carried.

Motion by Councilman Johnston, seconded by Councilwoman Cashen to set up meetings for Board of
Assessment Review (BAR) for March 19" and 26™ at 6:30 p.m. Appointments will be made for applicants.
Carried.

Motion by Councilman Johnston, seconded by Councilman Preusser for a new resolution, the same as
Resolution #32 of February 2012, changing the cost from $138,910.00 to $151,594.20. Carried.

Motion by Supervisor Andrews, seconded by Councilman Weigelt to accept proposed revised zoning
law, received this evening, for review. Carried.

After discussion regarding land exchange of property with the March’s, motion by Councilman Preusser,
seconded by Councilman Johnston to go forward with necessary paperwork. Carried.

Motion by Councilman Weigelt, seconded by Supervisor Andrews for memo to Zoning Board, Plannning
Board and Building Inspectors in reference to the application process as discussed earlier in meeting.
Carried.

Motion by Councilwoman Cashen, seconded by Councilman Preusser to approve recommendations from
Communications Committee for new page on website for new laws and removal of dated items, such as
public notices. Carried.

Motion by Councilwoman Cashen, seconded by Councilman Weigelt to give approval to go out for bid
for transportation for Summer Youth Program and Winter Ski Program. Bids should be received by May
04, 2012 for review at workshop on May 07, 2012, to be voted on at the Regular Monthly meeting of
Thursday, May 10, 2012. Carried, with Councilman Johnston abstaining.

Motion by Supervisor Andrews, seconded by Councilman Johnston for approval of Churchtown Fire
Compny’s LOSAP points, which has been received by the Town. Audit now being conducted should be
completed within next 30 days. Carried, with Councilman Preusser abstaining.



Councilman Preusser spoke on information that falls under the new F.O.l.L. regulations. All information,
whether it be e-mails, letters, etc., falls into this category, including the use of personal computers. Will
be discussed further at next workshop.

Meeting opened to public:

David Graziano — Wants minutes on website brought up-to--date.

Noted that new proposed zoning regulations are available at both libraries and the Town Office. Also
noted the Chris Post and all on the committee have done a great job putting this together.

Cyndy Hall — SEQR and Public Hearing has to happen for new zoning.

Regarding Ockwamick — Owned by Columbia County, but by agreement Town of Claverack to get 2
acres at right side of building. Wants letter to Columbia County Board of Supervisors for plan more
coherent. Town does not have control over this.

Jim Brady — Representing Mellenville Fire District — 32 hours of Emergency Preparedness classes hosted
by Churchtown Fire Company and sponsored by New York State Office of Fire Prevention and Control..
Companies do not have copies of Town’s Emergency Preparedness Plan. Will be updated and copies
sent companies.

General A bills, totaling $54,095.46, were audited and ordered paid from their accounts.

General B bills, totaling $3,139.67, were audited and ordered paid from their accounts.
Highway DB bills, totaling $20,921.70, were audited and ordered paid from their accounts.
